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PHILOSOPHY AND PURPOSE OF THE SCHOOL

Along with the globalization of the economy, industry, and mass migrations in the
21st century, problems relating to the natural and social environment have also
become globalized.

Nagasaki University School of Tropical Medicine and Global Health (TMGH) aims
to go beyond the existing academic boundaries, using a new comprehensive
approach to solve world health problems and train new "Global Health"
professionals who can be called upon internationally for this purpose.
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I. COURSE GUIDANCE

1. Objectives and Education Policy of TMGH

Along with the globalization of the economy, industry, and mass migrations in the 21% century, problems
relating to the natural and social environment have also become globalized. Infectious diseases, mental health
issues and lifestyle related illnesses are particularly affected by changes in our environment, requiring new
ways to counter them, methods that transcend countries and regions, issues and solutions collectively known
as “Global Health”.

In our new School of Tropical Medicine and Global Health (TMGH), we aim to train new health professionals
who can go beyond the existing academic boundaries, using a new comprehensive approach to solve global
health issues and can be called upon internationally for this purpose.

In order to train research-oriented clinicians through the “Tropical Medicine Course (MTM)”, expert
practitioners who are active in the field of global health through the “International Health Development Course
(MPH)", as well as researchers through the “Health Innovation Course (MSc)” for educational and research
institutions, companies, etc., our graduate school offers these three courses, all lectures of which will be
conducted in English. We offer both Japanese and international students the ideal environment where they
can learn together to become a truly “global” personnel.

2. Features of TMGH
1) All Modules Taught in English

While learning the foundations of global health, we aim to foster a variety of experts capable of
communicating in English.

2) Fall Admission and the Quarter System

The School will have fall admissions (starting October) with the school year using the quarter system
(consisting of 4 quarters with 10 weeks each and the Spring and Summer Flex Weeks.) As seen in the
academic calendar on page 3, each quarter consists 8 weeks of lectures, 1 week for examination, and 1
week for individual studies noted as “Reading Week”, which amount to 10 weeks in total. During the Reading
Week, students do not necessarily have to attend school, however, they must attend lectures should they be
scheduled. The Study Hall will be available all through this period.

Spring Flex Weeks and Summer Flex Weeks are also periods for individual studies on top of which, special
seminars by overseas lecturers, overseas clinical training (MTM) and field trips (MPH, MSc) will also take
place.

3) Top Level Lectures

We will work in full cooperation with the London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine (LSHTM).
Prominent researchers, professors, etc. from abroad will be invited, allowing us to provide the highest level
of lectures and teaching curriculum to our students.

4) Integration of Education, Research, and Practice

By utilizing the University's field offices and research stations in Kenya and Vietnam, our School is able to
offer research and field practice alongside education in classrooms. This combination of theory and practice
improves the results of education to promote research and global health practices.
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3. Contents of Study and Curriculum

1) Credits and Learning Hours
The School curriculum is based on the credit system. A taught module of a credit is composed of
approximately 8 sessions, each of which is 90 minute.

2) Contents of Study
i) Introduction to Global Health modules

Introduction to Global Health modules include following modules: Basic Human Biology; Tropical Medicine
I; Tropical Medicine II; Global Health I; and Global Environment and Health. In order to give students an
overview of what they will subsequently learn in the Research Methods modules and Fieldworks, and Global
Health | (Health/Hygiene), are considered compulsory for all three courses. These two modules are aimed
at introducing basic concepts of global health including international health, public health, community health,
social sciences, health policy and program management so that students can have a clearer picture of each
module group (International Community Health module group; Social/Behavioral Science module group;
Health Policy/Management module group). Global Environment and Health (compulsory) is also one of the
cross-course modules.

MPH and MSc students must take Tropical Medicine |, and MTM students must take Tropical Medicine Il
as compulsory modules. These will give students an outline of the Scientific Basis of Tropical Medicine module
group and the Clinical Tropical Medicine module group.

ii) Research Method modules

This range of modules comprise Epidemiology I, Statistics for Population Health |
These modules are compulsory for students of all three courses because they include basic research training,
equipping them with the set of basic skills and knowledge needed in global health research.

and Research Ethics.

iii) Fieldwork

Fieldwork is basically a module for the International Health Development Course. It includes a Field Trip in
which students develop insights into the health status of low-income countries, countermeasures and
challenges, and a Long-Term Practicum which is aimed at equipping students with the practical skills needed
for international cooperation. The ability to cross from classrooms to the field enhances students’ learning
outcomes. Fieldwork is designed to be safe and educational with staff have had at least 6 years of experience
working in Asian and African countries since the establishment of the Graduate School of International Health
Development. Currently, the short-term field trip destination is the Philippines, however we are planning to
add a further several other countries as destinations in the future.

iv) Advanced modules
Based upon comprehensive and fundamental knowledge acquired in the “Introduction to Global Health
modules” and “Research Method modules”, the following 7 module groups are offered to further advance
students’ studies according to their course.
a) Scientific Basis of Tropical Medicine module group
This group includes Medical Microbiology I, Medical Microbiology II, Medical Microbiology I,
Immunology, and Biotechnology. For MTM, all the six modules are compulsory, for MPH and MSc they
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are elective. This module group is intended to provide students with basic medical knowledge focused on
tropical infectious diseases and pathogens. By taking this module group, students can learn the essential
biomedical aspects of infectious diseases in tropical medicine.

b) Clinical Tropical Medicine module group

This group consists of Clinical Tropical Medicine (Syndrome) and Clinical Tropical Medicine
(Regional) both of which are compulsory for MTM and elective for MPH and MSc. Building on their basic
knowledge of tropical diseases, students are expected to gain the skills needed to diagnose and treat
tropical diseases, particularly tropical infectious diseases from a clinical perspective.

c) Epidemiology/Statistics module group

This group comprises Epidemiology Il, Statistics for Population Health II, Statistics for Population
Health Ill, and Statistical Computing. All of these courses are elective. Based on the basic knowledge
and skills obtained in the Research Method modules, students learn about more advanced
epidemiological and statistical methods such as the multivariate analysis method which can be applied to
global health research.

d) Environment/Sanitation module group

This group contains the Medical Zoology and Environmental Epidemiology modules. It is compulsory for
MTM, and elective for MPH and MSc. Building on the basic knowledge gained in the Global Environment
and Health module under Introduction to Global Health, students will gain more advanced knowledge
and learn methods in the field of Environment/ Sanitation which can be applied to global health research.
Examples may include case studies of how environmental factors affect the northward expansion of
malaria vector mosquitoes, and skills such as the Geographical Information System (GIS).

e) International Community Health module group

This group consists of the following 9 modules: Reproductive Health/Gender I; Child Health I;
Community Health I; Child Health II; Reproductive Health/Gender II; Nutrition; Community Health
Il; Health Humanitarian Assistance I; and Implementation Science. For MPH, Reproductive Health
/Gender |, Child Health I, and Community Health | (3 credits total) are compulsory. For MTM and MSc,
all the modules are elective. By taking modules from this group, students can understand global health
issues from community health perspectives.

f) Social/Behavioral Science module group

This group is composed of the following 8 modules (8 credits total): Health Promotion |, Medical
Anthropology |, Quantitative Social Research, Qualitative Research Method, Health Promotion II,
Medical Anthropology Il, Demography, and Mixed Methods for Health Research and Evaluation (1
credit each). This group comprises modules which will introduce students to methodologies on social
research and how these methods can be applied to practical health promotion. For MPH, 2 units of Health
Promotion | and Medical Anthropology | are compulsory. For MTM and MSc, all modules in this group
are elective.

By taking modules from this group, students will learn about the social aspects of health issues.
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g) Health Policy/Management module group

Ten modules are contained in this group: Health Economics; Health System and Policy I; Project and
Programme Management in International Health |; Development Assistance |; Health Finance;
Development Economics; Health System and Policy Il; Project and Programme Management in
International Health Il; Social Entrepreneurship; and Advanced Health Economics « Economic
Analysis and Evaluation for Health. For MPH, Health Economics, Health System and Policy I,
Project and Programme Management in International Health I, and Development Assistance | are
compulsory. For MTM and MSc, all the modules are elective. By taking hands-on lectures by affiliate
professors from the Faculty of Economics, the National Center for Global Health and Medicine and Japan
International Cooperation Agency, students will gain knowledge on the measures needed to tackle various
global health issues.

v) Seminars and Tutorials

The following five seminars and tutorials will be offered: Global Health Seminar; Global Health Tutorial I;
Global Health Tutorial Il; Health Innovation Tutorial I; Health Innovation Tutorial Il.

The Global Health Seminar (compulsory for all three courses) will provide opportunities for students in all
three courses to participate in group discussions, allowing them to understand the approaches and ideas of
other disciplines, and equipping them with knowledge on essential topics of global health and comprehensive
practical skills.

All three courses require students to take Global Health Tutorial in which they will receive research
guidance from their supervisors.

While Global Health Tutorial I is compulsory for all three courses, Global Health Tutorial Il is compulsory
for MPH and MSc. In addition, for MSc, Health Innovation Tutorial | and Health Innovation Tutorial Il are
both compulsory as well.

4. Minimum Credits Required
The minimum number of credits required to complete each course are shown in the table below.
Students must take all compulsory modules. In addition, students must also take the number of elective

5. Module Registration and Others
1) Module Registration

The module registration form and guidance on how to register the modules will be sent at the beginning of
each quarter by email from the Administrative Office. Please note that you will need to get approval from your
supervisor for the elective modules you have chosen.

2) Absence

If students cannot attend a lecture, seminar or field trip, they must report that in two weeks from they
know by submitting an “Absence Reports” form to the Administrative Office (one addressed to the Dean
and one to the teaching staff in charge. A medical certificate must be submitted afterwards in the case of
iliness.) Once confirmed by the Administrative Office, students must then submit the form to the teaching
staff themselves.

If the absence continues for more than two months, please submit an “Application for Leave of Absence”
to the Administrative Office and seek the Dean’s and the President’s permission. You can collect the form
from the Administrative Office.

3) Evaluation
Students’ performance will be evaluated out of 100.
AA (90+), A (80-90), B (70-80), and C (60-70) are considered passing grades, while D (less than 60)
counts as a failure. If you have any questions about your evaluation after receiving your evaluation report,
please contact the faculty member responsible for the module in question within one week after receiving
your evaluation report.
Please note that evaluations based on re-sits cannot be higher than a ‘C’ (re-sit policies will be
determined by each module’s organizer).
6. Supervisor
1) Assignment of Supervisor
One (1) Supervisor and one (1) Assistant Supervisor will be assigned to each student to provide guidance
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throughout the master’s program. Students will take Global Health Tutorials | & Il under the guidance of
their Supervisors and Assistant Supervisors.

Supervisor and Assistant Supervisor selection procedures are as follows (finalization will be in late November
during faculty meeting)

The selection will be from October to November. Students need to gather information from the TMGH
website, arrange to meet faculty members who match their research interests by email, and seek consent
(informal) from the staff. Students can use their free periods such as the fifth period for such meetings.
Students may consult with the Chairperson of the Academic Affairs Committee or other relevant staff during
this process.

Supervisors must be selected from the faculty members of TMGH. Assistant Supervisors will be
recommended and appointed by the Academic Affairs Committee upon consulting students, their Supervisors,
and prospective Assistant Supervisors. Please submit “Report of Provisional Consent from Supervisor” by
November 2019 to the Administrative Office.

After the official appointment of the Supervisor and Assistant supervisor in November, students must prepare
“Research Outline” (MTM students) and “Research Schedule for Master’s Dissertation” (MPH/MSc students)
while consulting their Supervisors and Assistant Supervisors. This document must be stamped sealed by
them and submitted to the Administrative Office of the School by 20 December, 2019.

2) Change of Supervisors

If students wish to change their Supervisor or Assistant Supervisor after the official appointment, please
submit the “Notification of Supervisor Change” or/and “Notification of Assistant Supervisor Change” form to
the Administrative Office.

7. Master’s Dissertation
*Submission schedule will be sent by the Admin Office
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Tropical Medicine Course (MTM)
i) Research Outline
First, students will select their research topic and supervisor.

Then, the “Research Outline” must be submitted to the Administrative Office of the School by mid Dec

2019. (The format of the research outline will be provided later.)
For projects that need ethical approvals, a detailed proposal to the ethical committee(s) must be submitted
as well. For more information, please discuss with your supervisor.

ii) Research Project activity
Winter Quarter (2" Quarter ) From December to March

Students may start their research project during the autumn quarter (1%t quarter), however focus on the
research project will officially commence in the Winter Quarter from mid-December to the end of March.
There will be no compulsory modules scheduled during this period, allowing students to use the time as
they wish to effectively proceed with their projects.

If students choose to leave Japan/Nagasaki during this period, please return by the end of March. We
advise students to be back by early March so that they will have enough time to analyze their data before
classes start again in April.

Spring Quarter (3™ Quarter) From April to June

Students are encouraged to use their late afternoons and weekends to work on their research projects
during this quarter.

Dissertation writing period (mid-July to mid-August)

After completing the Spring Quarter, students will have about four weeks for writing their dissertation

prior to the final submission.

iii) Notification of Master’s Dissertation Title
Students need to submit the title of their dissertation using the “Notification of the Master’s Dissertation
Title” form, after receiving approval from their supervisor. The deadline is the end of June (the exact date

will be informed at a later time). Submission of the “Notification of the Master’s Dissertation Title” is regarded
as a student’s intention to submit their Master’s dissertation and complete the Master’s program within the
academic year.

Please note that failure to submit this document before the due date will be regarded as consent to
postpone the student’s completion of the program.

iv) Submission of dissertation
Students must submit their “Master’s Dissertation”, “Application for Master’s Dissertation Review”, and the
“Abstract of the Master’'s Dissertation” to the Administrative Office by the beginning of August. After
submission, the dissertation will be reviewed by main and sub assessors and final exams will be conducted.

2) International Health Development Course (MPH)
[1%t and 2"¢ years]
i) Research Schedule for Master’s Dissertation
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Students must consult their Supervisor and Assistant Supervisor to decide on their research theme (which
is only provisional at this point and can be changed later). A two-year “Research Schedule for Master’s
Dissertation” must be submitted to the Administrative Office of the School by the end of December 2019.

ii) Research Proposals

Students must consult their Supervisor and Assistant Supervisor and write a research proposal (which
includes research objectives, methods, etc.) that accords with their research theme. Students will receive
guidance from Supervisors and Assistant Supervisors on how to write a Master’s dissertation, how to collect
the information necessary, how to conduct literature reviews, and so on.

iii) Ethical Review of the Research Proposals

In order to give ethical consideration to research activities involved in their second-year research project
and enhance ethical awareness of those engaging in research and other activities, students must submit
their research proposals to the Research Ethics Committee when required, after consulting with their
Supervisors and Assistant Supervisors.

All processes will be conducted in accordance with the national guidelines noted in “Ethical Guidelines for
Medical and Health Research Involving Human Subjects”, “Ethical Guidelines for Human Genome/Gene
Analysis Research”, and the ethical guidelines of students’ research locations.

Based on research themes, students may be asked to submit an “Applications for Ethical Review” based
on their research proposal, give a briefing to the Ethics Committee and seek their approval.

iv) Research Project during the Long-Term Practicum
During the Long-Term Practicum, students will continue to gather information and proceed with completing
their master’s dissertation in line with their research proposals and “Long-Term Practicum Activity Plan”.
Students should update their Supervisors and Assistant Supervisors on the progress of their research
project and seek their guidance by email, etc. on a regular basis.
v) Notification of Master’s Dissertation Title
After completing their Long-Term Practicum, students need to obtain approval from their Supervisor and
Assistant Supervisor for their “Notification of Master’s Dissertation Title” and submit it to the Administrative
Office by the end of June 2020. Submission of the “Notification of the Master’s Dissertation Title” is regarded
as a student’s intention to submit their Master’s Dissertation and complete the Master’s program within the
academic year.
Please note that failure to submit this document before the due date will be regarded as consent to
postpone the student’s completion of the program.
vi) Submission and review of Master’s Dissertation and final exams
Students must submit their “Master’s Dissertation”, “Application for Master’s Dissertation Review”, and the

3) Health Innovation Course (MSc)

iii) Ethical Review of the Research Proposals

After
submission, the dissertation will be reviewed by main and sub assessors and final exams will be conducted

8. Completion Requirements and Degrees

1) Program completion requirements
Completion requirements for each course are as follows:
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OTropical Medicine Course
Attend the program for one year or more (More than 2 years for Satellite Course), earn 24 credits from
the compulsory modules and 6 credits from the elective ones, receive necessary academic instructions
from relevant faculty members, and pass the Master’s dissertation review and the final exam.

Olnternational Health Development Course
Attend the program for two years or more, earn 27 credits from the compulsory modules and 3 credits
from the elective modules, receive necessary academic instructions from the relevant faculty members,
pass the Master’s dissertation review and the final exam.

OHealth Innovation Course
Attend the program for two years or more, earn 21 credits from the compulsory modules and 9 credits
from the elective modules, receive necessary academic instructions from the relevant faculty members,
pass the Master’s dissertation review and the final exam.

2) Degrees to be awarded
Students who have fulfilled the above requirements are awarded the following degrees.
OTropical Medicine Course: Master of Tropical Medicine &+ (FUHE)

Olnternational Health Development Course: Master of Public Health &+ (ARfi4%)
OHealth Innovation Course: Master of Science in Global Health and Medicine &+ (E#}%%)

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1. Bulletin Board and Emails

Students who have an outstanding academic record but have difficulty paying the tuition due to financial
hardship, and students who are deemed to have difficulty paying for tuition due to unavoidable
circumstances may be granted a full or half tuition exemption or tuition deferral as a result of the
investigation of the circumstances upon application.

Applications for tuition fee exemption must be submitted twice a year. The names of the students who
are granted a tuition exemption will be announced on the bulletin board. The application period for the
Autumn and Winter Quarters (October-March) and the Spring and Summer Quarters (April-September)
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will also be announced on the bulletin board. For more information, please contact the Financial Support
Corner of the Student Support Center. (Tel: 095-819-2105)

3) Expulsion due to unpaid tuition
In accordance with the provisions of Article 38 of the Regulations of Nagasaki University Graduate
Schools, two reminders will be issued if tuition is not paid by the due date. Following that, if the student
still does not pay, they will be expelled.

4) Tuition fee deferral
Students who have applied for tuition fee exemption/deferral as specified in Article 41 of the Regulations
of Nagasaki University Graduate Schools are given a period of grace until tuition fee exemption/deferral
is granted or denied. They are, therefore, requested not to pay the tuition until the results are announced.
Once the results are announced, please follow the instructions provided.

5. Scholarships

For Japanese students
The Student Support Center announces scholarships opportunities such as Japan Student Services

Organization (JASSO) and so on. Scholarship opportunities will be posted on the bulletin board. Please make
sure you check the board regularly.

Students choose 50,000 JPY or 88,000JPY.

once they complete their studies. If students have achieved outstanding results and are accredited
by JASSO they will receive an exemption from either a full or half scholarship repayment.

For International students

The Student Support Centre will announce the scholarship application once it's opened. The Administrative
Office will announce the opening of the scholarship application.
*Please keep in mind that many of the scholarships require Japanese language abilities

Scholarship for Overseas Internship and Research Activities
The Administrative Office will inform students who meet the scholarship eligibilities. If you are planning to
conduct internship or research activities overseas (especially MTM or MSc students), please contact the

Administrative Office in advance. Once you are awarded a scholarship, please make sure to report and take
necessary actions when changes occur in your activity plan or destination countries.

YcThere are scholarships which you can apply for individually without applying through the University. We
recommend students to search for scholarship opportunities and information from the internet.

6.Notice of Overseas Travel

All students are required to submit a “Notice of Temporary Leave” when traveling abroad regardless of
purpose and submit it to the Admin office prior to travel. This is for risk and safety management purposes.
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You need to register your travel information on the Online System for Overseas Travel Registration
(https://intlexchange.jimu.nagasaki-u.ac.jp/wagby/mainMenu.do). Once you register your travel information,
you will need to download the Notice of Temporary Leave, print it out, obtain your supervisor’s seal and submit
it to the admin office. Upon return from your travel, you will need to log in to the system again and register for
the Notice of Re-entry form, print it out and submit it to the admin office.

7.Certificate Issuance Request

You can apply for certificate issuance at the Admin office. You need to fill in a “Certificate Issuance Request”
when applying (the form is available in the Admin office). In principle, a certificate will be issued the following
day from when the form is received. You need to use the automated Certificate machine when applying for
the Certificate of Enrollment and Certificate of Expected Graduation.

8.Procedures for Leave of Absence, Withdrawal and Readmission

For leaves of absence, withdrawals and readmissions, please gain prior approval from your academic adviser
and other relevant persons, complete the official form and submit it to the Administrative Office.

If you wish to take a leave of absence from the first half of the academic year (1 October) or the second half
(1 April), please complete the process by the end of the preceding month. If you wish to withdraw from the
University at the end of the academic year (September) or at the end of the first half of the academic year
(March), please complete the process by the end of these months. Otherwise, you will be required to pay the
entire tuition fee for the next semester.

1) Leave of absence: If you wish to suspend your studies for more than two months in a row, please follow
the application process for a leave of absence. A period of continuous leave of absence must not
exceed one year; however, in certain situations, you may be granted additional leaves of absence of up
to one year. The total period of leaves of absence must not exceed two years.

2) Readmission: When your leave of absence ends, or if the reason for your leave of absence ceases to
exist, please complete the application process for readmission.

3) Withdrawal: If you wish to withdraw from the University, please complete the application process for
withdrawal.

* If you would like to apply for leave, withdrawal or readmission, please consult with your supervisor and the
Administrative Office in advance.

9. Healthcare Management

The Center for Health and Community Medicine provides healthcare services for students of the University,
offering health consultations on a daily basis and annual health checkup in April. In addition, a health checkup
will be conducted in October.

Students need to make a health checkup appointment through the Health Checkup Appointment System at
the Center for Health and Community Medicine’s website during the designated period. The health checkup in
October will be arranged by the Administrative Office.

If you are injured in class or during extra-curricular activities, you may receive treatment at Nagasaki
University Hospital or another designated hospital through the recommendation of the Center.

10.Smoking Ban
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Please note that smoking is completely prohibited on Sakamoto Campus, including inside and outside all
buildings.

11. Student Accident Insurance (Gakkensai)

The insurance covers unexpected physical injuries and/or damage incurred while commuting to and from the
University or participating in learning and research activities (e.g. attending classes, participating in university
events and extra-curricular activities). All students must join this insurance.

Students are also encouraged to take out Student Liability Insurance, which covers compensation legally
required to be paid for physical injuries to other people or damage to other people's property while the students
are attending classes or university events, participating in volunteer activities or extra-curricular activities, or
travelling from and to venues for the activities both in Japan or overseas. MTM and MSc students are required
to take out Plan C.

The premium for each course are shown below (covers length of entire course):

[ MTM: 1,520 JPY (1 year Plan C)
[ MPH: 2,430 JPY (2 years Plan A)
[ MSc: 2,790 JPY (2 years Plan C)

12. Guidelines for Study Hall Use

1) Access to the Study Hall is available 24 hours, 7 days a week.

2) A card key is provided to each student who is expected to use the key responsibly and return it to the
Administrative Office of the School as soon as they lose their student status.

If your card key gets damaged or lost, please report this to the Administrative Office. You must pay the cost
of replacing the card key.

3) The Study Hall is provided for common use by all students. Please use it in a cooperative manner. After
using the hall please clean it up, make sure that any open flames have been extinguished and lock all
windows and doors.

4) You must not damage or modify facilities or equipment inside the hall, or remove them from the hall. If
facilities or equipment become damaged or broken, please report this to the Administrative Office of the
School.

13.Borrowing Books Related to Tropical Medicine and Global Health

Students can borrow books related to tropical medicine and global health studies from the library corner of the
Study Hall, as well as from Nagasaki University Library. In the Study Hall, each student is required to fill in the
“Book Borrowing Log” in order to take out books. When you return them, please be sure to fill in the date of
return.

14.Changes in Address and Other Personal Information

If there are any changes in your personal information (e.g. change of address, family name, guarantor etc.),
please make sure to report this to the Administrative Office of the School immediately. If you fail to do so, the
University will be unable to contact you or your guarantor if an urgent matter arises.

If you have changed your e-mail address, please be sure to inform the Administrative Office of the School so
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that the University can inform you via e-mail if classes are cancelled or there are other matters that need
urgent communication.

15.Cancellation of Academic Activities due to Typhoons and Other Natural Disasters

In accordance with a campus-wide agreement on measures needed in the case of natural disasters
(including cancellation of academic activities), certain steps will be taken to ensure the safety of students in
the case of typhoons, snow accumulation and other emergencies.

Students will be informed via e-mail or other means in the case of academic activities cancellation (classes,
examinations, etc.). If you have any questions about cancellations or other measures, please contact the
Administrative Office of the School.

16.Commuting by Car, Motorcycle and Bicycle
1) Commuting by car
Commuting by car is prohibited, however, if students meet either of the following two conditions they can
apply to the Nagasaki University Sakamoto Kiso Area Parking Lot Management Committee for permission to
commute by car.
° Physically disabled students, physically weak students or other students who are unable to commute
without a car.
° Students who must commute more than 5 km each way.
2) Commuting by motorcycle
If you commute by motorcycle, you must park your motorcycle in a designated motorcycle parking space.
Please do not park illegally on the road or other places.
Due to limited spaces in the parking lot, students who have a commute of less than 2 km are requested not
to commute by motorcycle unless absolutely necessary.
3) Commuting by bicycle
If you commute by bicycle, please park your bicycle in a designated area in an orderly manner.

17.Meetings, Signature Campaigns and Other Activities

If a student or a student group wishes to hold a meeting or conduct an activity such as a signature campaign
on campus or off campus (only in the case of using the University’ name), they must submit an official
application form to the Student Support Center at least three days in advance to gain permission from the
trustee in charge.

18.Reporting and Prevention of Theft

If an items of yours are stolen, or you notice any suspicious individuals on campus, please immediately report
this to the teaching staff or the Administrative Office of the School.
Please take extra care to keep bicycles, cash and other valuables safe from theft.

19.Lost and Found

If you leave or lose any item, or find any item left on campus, please immediately report this to the
Administrative Office of the School.
20.Traffic Accidents
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If there is a traffic accident or other serious incident on campus, please report this to the Administrative Office
of the School. Even if you also report it to the police, please be sure to report it to the Office first.

If you are involved in a traffic accident either on or off campus, please be sure to immediately report this to the
Administrative Office of the School and take the appropriate actions.

21. Tutor System

Nagasaki University offers a tutoring system to help newly arrived international students adjust smoothly to
daily life, studies and research in Japan. Since we have many international students enrolled at TMGH, and
most of the 2nd year students are conducting internship/research overseas, we assign 1st year Japanese
students to become tutors of 1st year international students.

International students: The tutoring system is created only to support international students in their academic
and daily life. Please use your common sense when requesting help from tutors.

Japanese students: If you face difficulties in dealing with requests, please consult your Supervisor or the
Admin office.
